Gallant Kids, up to 400 words:  Articles about a kid or kids who are serving others in some special way; The idea is that when kids serve others, they are being their "best selves."

Full-page Activities, up to 300 words, 
300-Word Activities of all kinds, appealing to a wide age range whenever possible. Indoor and outdoor games that involve exercise, creativity, and/or humor, Activities and games that kids can do whether they're on their own or with others, Some cooperative games (we publish both cooperative and competitive games, but receive more submissions of the 
latter), Projects that will result in a new hobby or skill and/or a quality finished product, Magic tricks, Activities to get children outdoors, moving around, or creating.
